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Somehow, an idea for a Mars 
Documentary ended up as a bad 
science fiction movie. And once the 
Hollywood machine was rolling, no 
number of talented actors, computer 
animation artists, production 
assistants and best boys could save 
it. The lone NASA consultant to the 
movie tells his story of how an 
attempt to help correct the technical 
problems of an early script led to a 
comedy of behind-the scenes 
problems. A more logical technical 
consultant would have run 
screaming. He didn't, but he did 
have the last word.
